PURPOSE OF TASK (RELATIONSHIP TO THE FESTIVAL)
The Bar Cashiers sell drink tickets that enable the bar staff to concentrate on serving drinks rather than receiving
money.

CONCISE DESCRIPTION OF DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES
Bar Cashiers sell drink tickets at each of the Festival Bars, working alongside the serving staff. The cashiers are
responsible for a float of tickets and cash, and must reconcile cash received to tickets issued at the end of each shift.

BASIC QUALIFICATIONS
This position is well suited to someone who likes working with others in a busy area with lots of laughter and fun, and
strict procedures. You need to be able to do mental arithmetic, and be confident handling cash.

SPECIAL SKILLS OR TRAINING REQUIRED
A training session pre-festival will be held one evening. Bar Cashiers are encouraged to attend the Volunteer
Orientation and Training Day held on the Sunday before to the festival where a training session will be conducted.
